Time Grid 
Passport Guide DVR's easy-to-use Time Grid helps you find shows in seconds. Just 
press the GUIDE key on your remote to display up to 2.5 hours of program listings for 
seven channels at a time. Use the arrow keys to navigate the grid.

Press the GUIDE key again to search for shows by title or keyword or filter listings by 
channel or theme.

Press the A key to sort or list programs that appear on your favorite channels or to list 
only HD programs or programs from custom lists that you create.

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Your remote control
Your remote control holds the key to navigating the features of 
Passport Guide. In this manual, words appearing in ALL CAPS 
refer to specific buttons on your remote. To navigate the guide:

•	 Press 5634buttons on your remote to move the 
highlight.

•	 Press SELECT/OK to confirm your selection.
•	 Press EXIT to exit the guide.

POWER and MODE
Press All Power to turn on/off all devices that are 
programmed to work with your remote. Press specific 
Mode buttons to use the remote with that device.

INFO
Press once for info on current program
Press twice for more description and to browse

PAGE UP/DOWN
Scroll to the next or previous page of listings in the 
channel guide

CH +/-
Change channels and access the Guide Banner

LAST
Return to the previous screen or channel

NUMBERS
Enter numbers to directly tune to a channel

EXIT
Exit Guide

MENU
Access the Settings menu

FAV
Tune to your Favorite channels once you set up 
Favorites

DAY
Move the guide a day ahead or behind

View up to 7 days in advance

REPLAY
Replay the last 15 seconds of a recorded program or live TV

For use with on-screen prompts

GUIDE
Press once for Time Grid, twice to find shows by 

Title, Channel or Theme

PLAYBACK CONTROLS
Control On Demand

DVRs: Control On Demand, DVR and Live TV playback

LIST
Press once for recorded shows

Press twice for DVR menu
DVR boxes only

SEL/OK
Select a highlighted item

ARROWS
Press to move highlight

ON DEMAND
Direct access to On Demand
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Browse 
Press the INFO key once to display 

information about the program you are 
currently watching. 

Press the INFO key twice to display a brief 
program description. 

Use the arrow keys to browse other channels 
and times without leaving the show you’re 

currently viewing.  

General Settings 
Press the MENU key to begin to personalize 

your television experience. Press the A button 
to adjust settings for My Preferences, Parental 

Controls, Timers, Purchase Locks and PINs 
and more. Pressing Menu a second time exits 

you from the menu.  

Press INFO twice to browse.
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Find Shows 
Find exactly what you want to watch.  
Press the GUIDE key twice to begin a search for 
shows by title or keyword; to filter listings by 
channel or theme. You can quickly find programs 
starring a favorite actor or about a topic of special 
interest. You can also display a list of all of your 
recorded shows.Press GUIDE twice to search.

Program Info 
With the Time Grid displayed, press the INFO key to 
access Plot Summary and Cast & Crew options. 
The Cast & Crew option displays the names of 
associated actors and enables you to schedule DVR 
recordings that feature them. 
You can display listings of recommended shows you 
might like to watch.
You can also select Banner Ads to learn more about 
an advertised program or event.

Press INFO from the Time Grid.
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DVR
DVR1 puts you in control. You can pause live television. Rewind and replay programs in an instant. With DVR, you can build your own personal library 
of programs, movies, sports and other shows to watch on your schedule.  

Set your DVR to record a show or an 
entire series right from the Time Grid. 
Press REC on your remote to record.

With DVR, you can pause live TV, re-run an 
instant replay and even rewind or 
fast-forward video or live TV.

Press the DVR/LIST key to display a list 
of your recorded shows. Press SELECT/
OK to play a program. Press A to group 
titles; press the INFO key to display 
group options. 

Lost & Found lets you recover2 deleted 
shows. You may also be able to see why 
certain programs failed to record. Press 
DVR/LIST while the Recorded Shows 
screen is displayed to access the 
Lost & Found.

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Video on Demand

To access Video on Demand programming:
•	 Tune to an On Demand channel from the Program 

Guide, including Time Grid or Search.
•	 Press the ON DEMAND key once.

On Demand movies are grouped into categories. You 
can order HD movies, new releases, and more. 
Select Rentals to view recently purchased movies and 
shows.  

You can find a movie in seconds by using the left 
and right arrow keys to choose a subcategory or 
genre. Then use the up and down arrow keys to 
choose a title. 
•	 Press INFO for more information. 
•	 Press B to buy. 
•	 Press PLAY to play a preview.
•	 Press SELECT/OK to watch a purchased movie. 

Enjoy TV shows, movies, and more. On Demand* offers you the convenience of enjoying TV on your schedule, without ever having to leave the 
comfort of your couch!

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When in the Guide, highlight a program 
airing in the future. Press SELECT/OK and 
use the 34 buttons to choose Set Event 
Timer or Remind Me About This 
Show.  A reminder timer      will appear 
next to the title and the show will be 
highlighted in the grid guide.

Reminder timers
Never miss a program! Use the Guide to set timers to remind you that your favorite program is about to begin.

The Channel Banner displays a 
reminder message one minute before the 
program starts.  Press SELECT/OK to 
select the program or simply wait for the 
set-top box to tune to the program 
automatically.

Review, modify or clear timers.

Non-DVR boxes: Press Menu to access 
the Settings Menu.  Press 56 
buttons to highlight Timer Review and 
press SELECT/OK.

DVR boxes: Press Menu, then A to 
access More Settings. Use the 56 
buttons to highlight Timers.

The Timer Review will list each timer 
scheduled.

Non-DVR boxes: To change the status of 
a timer, press the 56buttons to highlight 
a timer, then press the 34 buttons to 
select the type of change. Press C to exit.

DVR boxes: Press SELECT/OK to modify 
the timer and C to Cancel.
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These programs will be erased after the first programs are erased (in about 
one to three days).

These programs will be erased last (in about three to seven days; this icon 
is displayed only in the program description area of the Recorded Shows 
panel).

Marks programs you have specified to be saved until you manually erase 
them.

No record icon. Passport Echo displays this icon if the program is a 
scheduled recording, but cannot be recorded due to conflicts with other 
recording requests. This icon can also appear in the Program Guide and 
Scheduled Recordings panel to indicate a cancelled recording request.

Indicates that the program is broadcast in High Definition (HD) format.

The Reminder Timer icon is displayed in the Program Guide if you 
selected Remind me about this show in the timer dialog.

The Series Header or Keyword Header icon is displayed in the Program 
Guide, or in the Recorded Shows panel when programs are grouped by 
title. It functions like a “folder” that contains individual instances of a 
series, or individual shows that match a keyword.

The Magnifying Glass icon is displayed next to programs that are 
associated with keyword searches in the Recorded Shows, Scheduled 
Recordings, and Series Manager panels.

The Message Notification icon is displayed in the Channel Banner to 
indicate that a message from your cable company has been received. (For 
more information, see "Caller ID" on page 150.)
